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; Once discovered, many
people return to Pissouri Bay
year after year. It has a
good range of facilities, but
has not been over -
developed. This appeals to
families and couples alike.

A dozen restaurants and tavernas cater to a variety of
cuisines. The resort also offers mini -markets, a sports bar,

The villa was completed in summer 2005. ltis furnished in a
modern style, is fully air -conditioned, and has facilities for six
guests to have a relaxing and comfortable stay.

A very short level walk takes you to the resort centre.

The kitchen has a
dishwasher, hob, oven,
fridge -freezer, kettle and
toaster.

Should you hire a car, there is parking on the drive, and on the
private road, but a car is not essential.

Upstairs there are three bedrooms (one
ensuite double, and two twins), along
with a family bathroom which has a bath
with shower. Each bedroom has its own
balcony: two with sea views and
balcony furniture, the other with views of
the Troodos Mountains. There is ample
clothes storage in fitted wardrobes, with
bedside units, lamps, a dressing table
and hairdryer in each bedroom.

The downstairs is open -plan. The lounge area
has comfortable seating and views through
patio doors of the pool and garden.
